o EASY TRIPS areideal

for travellers who prefer a mix
of active and passive activity
and prefer treks that don’t
require too much exertion or
especially lengthy sessions
on the trail.

+ MODERATE TRIPS

require fitness and provide
a physical challenge but no
particular technical skill. On
some days there will be hills
to trek or ride.

of travellers past or that the
electronic age has killed off the
opportunity.Happily not even a
small part of the intriguing, edgy,
remote or wild places left to
enjoy have had their ‘lostness’
tweeted, facebooked, blogged
or you tubed...yet!

Travellers from ‘down under’ can
find these experiences easily
and directly in Asia. A region
where there are adventures
aplenty and enough ‘secret’
spots uncovered and places
less travelled to get lost in.

No need to fret about staying
connected; just go where the
impulse takes you.

DEMANDING TRIPS
involve long distances but
not too much daily altitude
loss-gain. They can involve
river crossings and a few
long days at altitudes above
3000m. These trips are well
within the capabilities of most
trekkers.

STRENUOUS TRIPS
will tax your stamina and
experience. They involve
some long days and steep
grades at altitudes above
3500m plus light footwork on
loose or slippery surfaces.
